Dr. Bernard Chan and Dr. Benjamin Lee of Polygum Technologies 
Limited (Polygum) attended the US BIO trip from June 22 ï June 30, 
2011. The meeting was a fruitful one. The Polygum exhibition booth 
had over 1000 visitors. ñDuring the trip, we received over 200 
enquiries about Polygum and our R&D projects, and about 30 lengthy 
and meaningful discussions. We had meetings with senior 
representatives from EOS Pharmaceutical Corp, DALOS BioPharma, 
NAL Pharmaceuticals, CATO Bioventures, and WSGR (legal firm 
specialized in technology), etc. These contacts will likely be very 
helpful to our future work. For instances, they can provide 
consultation on patenting and regulatory pathways for our products, 
and provide formulation services including manufacturing process 
and scale-up development, as well as on site technical support during 
manufacturing of Clinical Trial Material, registration and validation 
batches,ò said Dr. Benjamin Lee.  
  
ñAsides from participating in the exhibition, we were able to attend the 
Ernst and Young Annual Biotech Report, Steve Burrill State-of-the-
Industry Report, plus sessions on the regulatory of biologics and 
biotech/pharma deal-making. These up-to-date information enhanced 
our knowledge of the current status of the industry and will enable us 
to make sound decision in project selection and management,ò said 
Dr. Bernard Chan. ñWe also visited a number of acquainted 
professors at Duke, UNC and Houston among whom are several 
dermatological drug delivery experts. We introduced to them the 
CyberPad initiative, and in return they provided us many insightful 
tips on the development of topical products, in particular the 
regulatory and R&D pathway for developing such products. We 
believe their input will be very valuable and will serve as a 
guidance/guideline when we discuss the development plan with other 
CROôs, such as Dow Pharmaceutical, during the development of 
CyberPad,ò said Dr. Bernard Chan.
